Comingʼ I was struck by the song ʻGonna change 
my way of thinkingʼ. Some of the lyrics are shown 
here. This addresses the challenge of who is in 
charge of our lives and our thinking now - Christ.

This made me turn to Ecclesiastes chapter 12 
where Solomon writes: The end of the matter; all 
has been heard. Fear God and keep his 
commandments, for this is the whole duty of 
man. For God will bring every deed into 
judgment, with every secret thing, whether 
good or evil. Ecclesiastes 12 v 13-14 (ESV).

Another scripture that makes me think about the 
change that comes about in our minds upon 
receiving Jesus Christ as saviour and Lord is 
found in Paulʼs letter to the Romans: I appeal to you therefore, brothers, by the mercies of God, to 
present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual 
worship. Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewal of your mind, 
that by testing you may discern what is the will of God, what is good and acceptable and 
perfect. Romans 12 v 1-2 (ESV)

in view of the fact that that in Revelation the Lord says: Remember, then, what you received and 
heard.
